He replaced several of the old screens on
the depot windows and several boards on the steps and hand
rails on the porch entrance. All of the old outdoor lighting
fixtures were replaced.

Both of the buildings were
used on the Missouri Pacific, one once stood at the north end of
the yards near north 11th and Broadway in Pittsburg, KS and the
other was located in Chetopa, KS.
